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I was born in London in 1954 to a single mother and a departed 
father. My mother, needing to support us changed her name legally 

and pretended to be a widow! She had little choice, given the era. I 
was happily raised by my "musical Welsh grandmother who sang 
constantly. I studied piano and voice at the Royal Academy and then 

L.S .Churchill College, Oxford. Before we left the UK sang for many 
years with the Philharmonia Chorus. Michael and I arrived in the US 

in August 1982 and when Hugh and Julia were at grade school sang 
with the Opera Colorado Chorus and later San Diego Opera, as well 
as teaching piano and voice."

I assumed that everyone sang; I 

sang with Granny in church, she 

having improvised "a lovely alto 

line to a hymn and me singing the 

melody.

What was the Þrst recording 

or performance you 

remember listening to? 

What was the signiÞcance 

to you?

The Treorchy Male Voice Choir 

(Granny's father had sung with 

them) and Auntie Pat playing 

Chopin. It was the Chopin which 

stunned me; I wanted to make the 

piano sing as she did."

What is the strangest or 

most memorable job (or 

most embarrassing moment 

performing) you've ever had 

and what made it so?   

 

There have been several! In my 

Þrst piano competition where 

30-40 kids played the same piece; 

it was called 'Circus Horse' I was 

so excited when it was my turn 

(probably thought I would play 

much better than everyone) . I 

started well and was about 

halfway through when I totally 

blanked on the rest of  the piece! 

Pride cometh before a fall - It 

never happened again and I 

learned a good lesson on focus 

and concentration - I tell the story 

whenever a student has a less than 

stellar recital experience!

2. Being on stage for Otello at the 

opening performance of  the Buell 

Theatre with O. Colorado. There 

was a total power failure, the 

orchestra stopped one by one and 

there we were in mid gesture, "

silenced in front of  several 

thousand people not knowing 

whether to remain frozen in 

character! Nat (Merrill) came on 

stage and explained the situation, 

then we ran the scene again from 

the top. I had thought the tenor 

had refused to come on (he had 

made no end of  fuss about the 

stage 'fog' in rehearsal)"

When did you start teaching 

and in what capacity are 

you currently teaching (high 

school, music school, 

privately, etc.)?

I started in about 1990, in our 

Boulder home on piano only: I 

was teaching my own children 

and many of  their friends. I was 

doing a lot of  performing in the 

Denver area didn't start teaching 

voice until we moved to San 

Diego - we were close to Torrey 

Pines High School and I had an 

amazing studio of  teens; started 

putting ensembles together and 
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had my own choir, just from 

students, which my daughter, 

accompanied. Now I have a 

lovely studio behind our 

Redwood City home and teach 

adults, teens and children both 

piano and voice."

If your students could only 

remember one thing about 

your teaching, what would 

you want it to be?

To perform with 100% of  

yourself  and be passionate about 

whichever piece you are 

performing.

Do you have any favorite 

books or materials on 

teaching voice and do you 

use any speciÞc tools during 

your lessons?

All the usual -I "like the Scott 

McCoy 'Inside View' or 

something. For many beginning 

students use my old collections of  

folk songs as it really gets them 

singing; they're simple but 

beautiful. 

Have also been known to teach 

the Welsh National Anthem, in 

Welsh!"

I am afraid I have been woefully 

unhelpful of  late and this is 

because I am President of  

CAPMT (the California afÞliate 

of  MTNA) . I am enjoying it, but 

it keeps me extraordinarily busy. I 

was on the SF NATS Board for 3 

years and enjoyed organizing the 

Programs. I hope to host some 

more recitals in future - Victoria!! 

I love attending the National 

NATS conferences - sometimes 

the best part is meeting one of  

our own, in 2006 I met Dorothy 

Barnhouse; such a pleasure!"

I was 7 years old." I heard a 

particular artist, and I was 

mesmerized.

At 7, I heard a Barbra Streisand 

album that my 17 year old sister 

had just received as a birthday 

present."I heard that and 

something in me ignited, and I've 

been singing ever since." I would 

come home from school, go to my 

room, close the door, and 

memorize those songs, close my 

eyes and imagine me performing 

them....At Þrst I was the best 

Streisand imitator 

around....embarrassingly so." 

Then, my Mom surprised me 

with voice lessons at the late age 

of  17. The voice teacher, 

Joaquina Calvo Johnson,"said, 

"My dear, that's the BEST 

Streisand immitation I've ever 

heard." What does Edie sound 

like?"" I had NO IDEA!" It was at 

that Þrst lesson I was told that I 

had an operatic voice and should 

pursue it." My mom and I looked 

at each other and said, Opera???" 

In little ol' Marysville California, 

where I grew up, we knew about 

Oprah..but OperA???" What's 

that?

What is the strangest or 

most memorable job (or 

most embarrassing moment 

performing) you've ever had 

and what made it so?   

 

Singing for Placido Domingo at 

age 19." I was way too young, Þrst 

of  all, but what made it so 

embarrassing is that I was so 

nervous that my knees were 

shaking uncontrollably, wildly, 

and so obviously in my knee-

length skirt that it was all I could 

think about.

He even said he'd never seen 

anything like it!" Another time 

was when auditioning for Seattle 

Opera, I sang "Senza Mamma" 

and the high note at the end was 

nothing more than a big ball of  

phlegm rattling around in my 

throat!" I just didn't know what to 

do...should I stop?" Should I 

laugh?
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I did what any young, naive, 

unconÞdent girl would have 

done...I just held it for the entire 

time looking like a rabbit in 

headlights.

My husband was in the room next 

door and when I came out, we 

looked at each other, he laughed 

and I cried...both uncontrollably!

When did you start teaching 

and in what capacity are 

you currently teaching (high 

school, music school, 

privately, etc.)?

I began teaching at North Idaho 

College when the head of  the 

voice dept. retired and referred 

me to the position." It was love at 

Þrst sight." I had always heard, at 

USC, where I"earned both 

undergrad and masters degrees in 

vocal performance, 'those who 

can do, those who can't teach'." 

Never has a saying been more 

wrong. I never imagined the 

rewards from passing on all I 

know to someone else." Soon my 

passion for performing was 

replaced with an even greater 

passion for teaching." In addition, 

the lifestyle of  a teacher was more 

suited to me and my personality." 

I am not a night-owl...I don't like 

to travel that much...and I am 

pretty much a home-body!" 

Teaching afforded me the ability 

to use my talent, my top notch 

education (thank you Mom and 

Dad), and still put family Þrst." 

And with the husband and son I 

have been blessed with, I am the 

luckiest girl on the planet.

In addition to North Idaho 

College I have taught at 

University of  Puget Sound, Holy 

Names Academy, and on staff  at 

several Community Colleges in 

the Bellevue area, and in my 

private studio since 1990.

This works both 

ways." Don't let a "thank you very 

much" in the middle of  your aria 

make you think less of  yourself  or 

your gift, and likewise, don't let a 

Þrst place prize make you think 

too highly of  yourself !

Know your own self  worth, no 

matter how others judge you."

I was so fortunate to study with 

some of  the most amazing artists 

of  our time, and I cherish all that 

I have learned from them."

Weltmann....the list goes on and 

on." I would have to say the 'tools' 

I use are the words descending 

from these people." I hold them 

dear in my heart.

In 1999, 
the New York Singing Teachers Association awarded a 
citation in appreciation for ÒThe Pioneering Research and 
Contributions to Voice Therapy and the Teaching of
