APPLICATION MATERIALS/CHECKLIST

Application packets must be postmarked by Friday, March 13, 2009. Late applications will not be accepted. Each
teacher with participating students must register. Students may not send registration information independently—
the teacher must collate and send a completed packet.

Teachers and students must ensure that participants have entered the appropriate category and division, paying
careful attention to age limits and repertoire requirements. If a student has not met the requirements of a division,
he/she will be allowed to sing during the festival. At no time will the student be challenged directly.
Adjudicators will evaluate the performance as usual, but will make a note of any repertoire or age discrepancy on
the comment form. The festival chair will address this discrepancy while tallying results for each division and will
address any comments to the teacher of the affected student.
